MORE WORK TO DO

As you know we are currently here
under the status of short-term
with the desire to stay career.
That short-term status is currently
cleared through July 2009. As
many of our churches begin setting
their budgets for 2009, we just
wanted you to be aware of where
we are. Currently our support is at
79% which is &ack of about $120
monthly, and with our addition
that will go up slightly. Although
outside of the US, we are not so far
removed that we are unaware of
the current global financial crisis.
We are praying
not only on our behalf, but on
behalf of all of our supporters.
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We have been abundantly
blessed in the last two months
of ministry. Having completed
a formal language program, the
participation in ministry has
greatly increased. We were

We just
received the materials to teach

chronologically through the
Bible in Portuguese and the
teens are excited to have
something geared specifically
for them. Catrina is also teach-
ing in childre
life of Esther. Both of these
teaching opportunities provide
lots of Portuguese practice as
we study for and give the les-
sons. We are beginning to set
up activities for the youth, the
first one being this weekend.
We are excited that things are
starting to feel like the ministry
for which we have been work-
ing since 2004.
